· The current UALink Board of Directors will hold an initial vote to determine the top candidates based on the submitted nomination forms.

· The top candidates will have 10-minute interviews on Wednesday, December 11, 2024 with the current Board of Directors. The interview will be conducted virtually over video with the candidate and may include one additional person from their company. The time of the interview will be communicated closer to the interview date
· A final vote will be held by the current Promoters and the result will be communicated to the final nominees before Friday, December 13, 2024.
· A press release will be released shortly thereafter announcing the additional Promoter companies elected.

This nomination form is intended to provide the UALink Promoters Group with information to help them assess the potential Board member’s interest and qualifications to serve on the Board of Directors. 

UALink Board of Directors are responsible for ensuring the prudent operation and financial management of the organization.
